Phoenix is asking for a zoning change to allow the
current 10 m (3-storey) height restriction to be increased
to 20 m to accommodate the proposed six story

structure.

Considerable community opposition to such a large
development continues, especially from residents of
Wade Court in Craig Henry who will be most directly
affected. The principal concerns for both communities

are:

That the 20 m height of the building with the
proposed minimum setbacks from neighbouring
residences would destroy the sight lines and
privacy for neighboring homes; and

That such a tall building would seriously detract
from the originally-planned Greenbank
streetscape that, with the exception of the
police station which is well set back from the

street, has no buildings higher than two stories
between West Hunt Club and Baseline Road.

Allowing a six story structure would create a precedent
for future development with similar adverse impacts on
the streetscape and on homes on other residential streets

in close proximity to Greenbank.

There are also important parking and traffic concerns

raised by the current proposal.

The Trend Arlington Community Association has taken
an active role in opposing this development in its
current form. We will continue to work with the
community and concerned residents in an attempt to
reduce the height and footprint of the proposed
development.
