
Intensification of Greenbank RdÑZoning Review and Community Survey
In an attempt to be proactive regarding planning and zoning matters in our community, the Trend Arlington 
Community Association (TACA) asked the City last spring if  it could pursue a Community Design Plan (CDP) for 
Greenbank Road. Unfortunately, we were told that we do not qualify for a CDP because we are neither a Ônew 
communityÕ nor are we on a Ôtransit hubÕ, where the City is currently focusing its attention, even though weÕve also 
been told that all communities inside the Greenbelt will be intensiÞed, including ours. 

Given expected trafÞc volumes on Greenbank Rd. will increase due to ongoing development in Barrhaven, and 
given the presence of  three public schools and two daycares on Greenbank Rd., the safety of  our residents and 
their children now and into the future is a concern. In addition, excessive intensiÞcation, which many communities 
are currently experiencing, poses a threat to the existing low-height streetscape and overall character of  our 
community. 

Zoning Review of 171-175 Greenbank Rd. Ñ -Following completion of  149-153 Greenbank (the
Phoenix condo development) Councillor Egli requested the City's Planning Department to initiate a Zoning 
Review of  the properties at 171-175 Greenbank (the three single family homes immediately  --  (cont. on page 4)

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north of  Shoppers Drugmart and directly across the street 
from Knoxdale and Greenbank Public schools). The 
purpose of  the Zoning Review is to bring the zoning for 
these properties in line with the City's OfÞcial Plan and its  
intensiÞcation policy. A City-led public meeting was held 
in November to explain the process but it was not widely 
publicized and only a few residents attended. 

Since these properties are currently zoned GM 9 (General 
Mixed Use, height 10 m), the same as the Phoenix 
properties before the recent rezoning raised the allowable 
height to 15.5 m, the Zoning Review for 171-175 
Greenbank will most likely result in an increase in 
allowable height for those properties beyond the current 
10 m, leading to greater intensiÞcation than may be 
desirable.

In order for the Trend-Arlington Community Association 
to respond appropriately to this Zoning Review and other 
planning and zoning matters in our community, we would 
like to know what you think about the City's policy of  
intensiÞcation and how it pertains to our community on 
the edge of  the Greenbelt.
